This is going to be a very exciting year at the Hamlet Swim Club! Construction on a
renovated bathhouse will finally begin. The three team sports are poised to have another
great year, and the social activities will be fun for all. First, I would like to thank again
our four outgoing Board members for their service to the Club. They are Richard
Larkworthy, Doug Sanderson, Brad Pace and Nancy Brunton. They deserve our highest
appreciation for a job well done. My personal thanks to each one of them.

Three Board members were re-elected this year. I am serving again as President, and
John Barrer as Vice President. Jeff Lewis has offered to be the new Tennis
Representative. There were four new members elected for first time this year. They are
Bill Gassel as Treasurer, Todd Mayman as Legal Counsel, Laura Rainey as Swim Team
Representative and Marie O'Grady as Dive Team Representative. Tom Reilly has
offered to be the Social Chairman. Their combined energy and expertise is a great
ongoing asset to the Club. There are a total of 19 Members of the Board serving in 2009.

After missing the deadline to start the Clubhouse renovation and have it done by May of
this year, we are preparing the construction plans for contractor re-bid in April. Many
things have changed in the past 6 months since the last bids were received. The architect
has reengineered the plans to lower the cost to our limit; the cost of raw materials has
returned to pre 2008 levels; contractors are eager to bid competitively on the project;
and the interest rate for loans has dropped. All these factors favor our bathhouse

renovation coming in on budget and starting this fall.

Whether we are in Division 1, 8, or 17, the goals of the Green Feet remain the same: to give all team
members, regardless of ability, an opportunity to have fun, demonstrate good sportsmanship and team

spirit, and become the best swimmers that they can be.
Because we always have new families joining the team, here is useful information on how the swim team works.

Children of Hamlet Swim Club members (18 & under) are eligible to participate on the team.

Swimmers must be able to comfortably swim one length (25 meters) of the pool and be able to handle a 45
minute practice session. Green Feet coaches will conduct swim evaluations for children 7 and under who have
no prior experience on the Hamlet summer swim team. Evaluations will determine if swim team or swim
lessons are better suited for young swimmers starting out.

Kids compete by age groups (8 and under; 9-10; 11-12; 13-14; and 15-18.)

Practices are held in the afternoons until school is out and then in the mornings. The swim team provides
wonderful exercise and healthy entertainment (lots of social events such as pep rallies, scavenger hunts, age
group parties and the annual trip to Kings Dominion). We encourage all to join.

There are two types of meets: developmental (Mondays) and competitive (Saturdays).

Monday “devel opment al meets are open to all swi
the new skills they are working on during the week. Swimmers are eligible for events, which they can swim

correctly, according to NVSL rules, and in which they have not earned a first, second, or third place ribbon in

the previous Saturday meet. Events are held in freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke, butterfly and the Individual

Medley (IM). Monday meets are not scored, but the top six finishers in each event receive place ribbons. Other
swimmers successfully completing an event receive competitor ribbons showing their times. Saturday morning

dual meets permit the top 3 swimmers from a team in each event to compete. Events are held in freestyle,

backstroke, breaststroke, butterfly and relays. Saturday meets are scored. Those results and swim times

determine how our team stacks up against the other 100+ teams in the Northern Virginia Swim League. This
information is also used for determining the nex
distributed for both Saturday and Monday meets.

In addition to the dual meets, the Green Feet participate in the Division Relay Carnival and Divisional
Championship meet.

The fastest 18 relay teams throughout the NVSL go to the All Star Relay Carnival and the fastest 18 individuals
in each event participate in the NVSL All Star Meet in early August. These events are great fun, and each year
the Hamlet sends many swimmers to both All-Star events.

BATHHOUSE RENOVATION UPDATE

We are continuing to move forward with our plans for a bathhouse renovation anticipating construction to begin
this fall after the 2009 season for completion before the 2010 season. The initial bids on our plans last fall came in
over budget, so we re-worked the plans with the architect to reduce the costs. We are planning to send out the
new plans for contractor bids by the end of this month after we receive final county approval. We are confident
that the new plans and reduced costs due to the economic climate will result in bids coming in close to our

budget. We will then award a contract by early summer. At that time, the membership will vote on the final bid
and financing plan.

The cost saving changes in the original plans have not altered the basic design and functionality of the new
bathhouse and are mostly cosmetic. For example, we anticipate saving a large amount of money changing from a
central air conditioning to smaller built-in units on the second floor. There also will be considerable savings by
economizing on plumbing and lighting fixtures. The county required only minor changes in our plans, most
significantly the addition of an exterior lift adjacent to the deck for handicapped access to the second floor.

We are excited to enter the final stages of planning for the bathhouse renovation. We appreciate your support and
patience.
