Enjoying a second year under the superb leadership of Coaches Breanne Smith, Mitch Dalton and 

Sara Reynolds, our swimmers swam with unmatched spirit and determination the entire season. They 
are to be congratulated not only for their outstanding swimming, but also their exemplary behavior and 

sportsmanship at the meets.  Breanne, Mitch and Sara raised the energy level and spirit of the Green Feet 

to new heights.  Swimmers cheered for their teammates continuously at Monday and Saturday meets, 

and it was amazing to see (and hear!) so many team members at our Saturday meets, even when they 
weren’t scheduled to swim.  Who can forget the excitement of watching for green feet marking the route 

to our away meets, or being greeted by a dazzling display of signs and banners at our home meets?  The 

pirate ship on the diving board at the Donaldson Run meet was truly extraordinary! 
 

Despite a two-day postponement of our first Monday meet with Shouse Village and some other close 

brushes with stormy weather, we completed five developmental meets on Monday nights. The lists of 

personal bests for Saturday and Monday meets swelled to nearly 700 over the summer, and many 

developmental swimmers made it into our Saturday meets.

Three individual team records were set this season.  Andrea Balint broke her own previous 15-18 

Girls Backstroke team record and then broke it again with a time of 31.63.   David Gent set a new 
8&Under Boys Butterfly record at our Divisional meet and tied his brother William’s record in 8&Under 

backstroke (21.11) that same day.  The following Saturday, in the All Star Meet, David bettered his new 

butterfly record with an   even faster time of 18.49. 

 
The 15-18 Girls team of Andrea Balint, Melissa Reynolds, Melissa Berkowitz and Emily Matson set a 

team record in the 200m freestyle relay at the Divisional Relay Carnival, only to set it again at the All 

Star Relay Carnival with a time of 1:54.06.  Shortened warm-ups and a significant rain delay at the Divi-
sion 2 Relay Carnival did not hamper the Green Feet, who qualified 15 teams for All-Star Relays.  On 

July 19, our relay swimmers traveled to Little Rocky Run to compete against the fastest relay teams in 

the NVSL.  Hamlet relays finished 6th in the league at All-Star Relays!   

 

On July 29, Green Feet swimmers competed in the Division 2 Individual Championships held at 

Donaldson Run. The Green Feet took 49 first through sixth place plaques (including 7 firsts).  There 

were 43 personal best times and 14 Hamlet swimmers qualified for All-Stars in 21 individual events. 
 

It wasn’t just swimming for the Hamlet Green Feet.  Didn’t it seem as if there was something to do 

every day?  We enjoyed two pancake breakfasts, bagels every Monday, Friday evening pep rallies, an 8 
& under party, movie day, laser tag for the 9-12’s, two 13 & over parties, and a trip to Kings Dominion -

- it all added up to a very busy social schedule.   We are expecting Hollywood talent scouts at next 

year’s lip synch pep rally, after the fine performances by our swimmers this year! 
 

A fabulous awards banquet concluded our season.  Our senior swimmers created a festive and spirited 

atmosphere by decorating the entire pool area, including the club house roof, with a full array of ―Green 

Feet spirit‖ signs and banners.  
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Andrea Balint won the high point trophy for scoring the most points at Saturday meets.  A graduating senior, she 

was also recognized for her many contributions and her loyalty to the team for the past 13 seasons.  Most improved 

swimmer trophies went to Kenny Curtis for the boys, and Brittany Lund, Gretchen Roesel, and Phoebe Steiner, 

who tied for the girls’ award.  Coaches' awards went to Terry Keffer, Carson Simkins, Erica Roesel and Caro-

line Moeser.  Liza Mayman and William Gent received Hamlet Awards.  Andrea Balint received the Molly 
Moriarty Sportsmanship Award. 

 

A bigger and better-than-ever ―slide show‖ (DVD) put together by parent volunteers and our multi-talented 

coaches, included pictures of all our swimmers and also some great video clips.  Dancing and dipping in the pool 

rounded out the evening, which was unmarred by the heavy rain which fell just blocks away from the pool.  A 

highlight of the evening was an announcement by Head Coach Breanne that she will returning next season.  Sadly, 

Coach Sara has decided to pursue a career-related internship next summer, so after many years of swimming and 

coaching for the Green Feet, she will not be returning.  Coach Mitch’s plans are not certain but he hopes to coach 

for us on at least a part time basis. 

 

Swim season 2006 was a lot of fun, and we want to applaud and thank all of you who contributed hun-

dreds of volunteer hours to making the swim team activities in and out of the pool possible.  One of the 

highlights of our summer was interacting with parents and swimmers poolside and seeing people pitch in 

and work together.

 Each year, several HSC board positions become open as existing terms expire.  In addition to 
the four officer positions (President, Vice-President, Secretary/Membership Chair, and Treasurer) the 
HSC board has positions responsible for social activities and functions, operational responsibilities, legal 
and insurance issues, and representation of the HSC’s childrens’ and adults’ swim, dive, and tennis 
teams.

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 The Planning Committee is happy to present the preliminary plans for 
the bathhouse renovation which were recently received from the architect.  
The floor plans and front and rear drawings are enclosed for your review.   

 

Why Now?   
 

 Our bathhouse was last renovated in 1988, and is seriously in need of re-
pairs and upgrading, as well as improvements in the kitchen and storage facilities.  
As you recall, we first presented options for the renovation last summer, and the 
results of a subsequent survey showed that the membership strongly favored pro-
ceeding with a renovation but was divided on whether we pursue an additional 
―multipurpose room,‖ mainly because of the substantially higher cost for enlarg-
ing the current structure.  Our architect came up with a creative design that pro-
vides the basic renovation and gives us a 21x60’ multipurpose room on a second 
floor accessed by a double stairway coming off the lobby area below, which is 
neatly concealed from the front by a sloping roofline and with dormers on the 
rear.   We also substantially improved the kitchen facilities and storage areas, and 
we added an ADA bathroom.  Not shown are improvements to the covered pavil-
ion which we would like to enlarge and connect to the bathhouse by a continuous 
roofline. 

 
What Will It Cost?   

 
 The cost estimate for the project is $450,000-$500,000.  This roughly trans-
lates into an extra $200 dues per member per year over 10 years.  Another option 
is a special assessment of about $1200 per family.  With this option, families 
would get back a prorated amount in the event of membership cancellation prior 
to 10 years.  The first option would require a bank loan which would be more ex-
pensive than a special assessment because of the interest costs.

The final design plans and financing options will be 
put to a membership vote within 3 months.
