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Planning Committee Report

Building Renovation Update

We can report that the membership has approved the next step in the plans for the renovation of the pool house.
The results of the Special Meeting of the Membership on August 14th was for approval of the financial proposal
set out in the special mailing sent in late July. The membership participation was high, and the final vote count
was 128 in favor to 50 opposed. We are getting ready for the construction work to begin this fall, although there
are a few more steps in the process.

Financing

Membership approval means that we have the ability to pursue a bank loan for construction. At least three banks
have been contacted to start the application process. The one with the best terms for the Club will be chosen.
The terms of the financing were determined by the membership vote.

According to the financing plan, a Special Assessment of $300 was approved by the membership as a down
payment for the construction loan. The remainder of the costs of the renovations will be financed. While the size
of the loan cannot be precisely determined until construction bids are provided by prospective contractors, the
membership vote set a cap on costs for members. The terms of the membership approval call for yearly payments
(in addition to the special assessment for the down payment) of no more than $200 per family membership, $100
for adult memberships, until the loan is paid off. The term of the loan will be 10 years. We may be able to pay the
loan back faster in order to save interest costs, if the membership chooses to do so, but in no case will the
payments be more than the above amounts per year.

Contracting

The plans for the renovation, based on the architectural drawings developed last year, are ready to be bid out to
contractors. The county also has to issue a permit based on the plans. There are several contractors interested in
bidding on the construction. From the bids received from prospective contractors, the Board will choose one
based on price, performance, and ability to complete work on schedule. We expect to award a contract by late
September. When a contractor is chosen and bank financing terms have been received, we will know the actual
cost for the renovation. All the pieces will be in place to start in October,

Final Approval

Once a contractor bid has been selected, and the terms of the financing are clear, the Membership of the Club will
get to vote one last time on the completed package for the bathhouse renovation. This is an important step that we
need to take in order to comply with the By-Laws of the Club. Look for this to happen in late September or early
October. Of note, the $300 special assessment will be due Sept 27th. This date has been selected, in order to
provide a construction loan down payment in time to start construction this fall. A fall start to the construction
will allow us to complete our pool house renovations in time for the opening of the 2009 season.

Looking Ahead

The pool house design the architect has developed will provide the membership with a modern, elegant, and
functional building for years to come. The individual changing booths in the locker rooms are an exciting feature.
The deck off the second story will provided great views of the pool area. The soaring open front entrance will
welcome everyone with lots of natural sunlight. Modern and efficient lighting and plumbing will also be a notable
improvement in the bathhouse. The renovations will also bring our pool house into compliance with the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

The Planning Committee and Board are very excited about the new building and hope the membership will be too.
Thanks to everyone for their input throughout the process. We continue to invite your comments as the process
moves forward. Please contact Bill Parks if you would like to review the architectural plans. Let us know what
you think!!!
